What is Emergency  

Communications (RACES) 

Radio Amateur Civil Emergency Service - Is a network of 

licensed amateur radio operators who provide  communi-

cation services  during times of emergencies.  The des-

ignated emergency contact  for the regional RACES 

group is Karl Collett  from Taylor.  RACES members may 

transmit only messages related to: 1) Impending danger 

to the public or affecting national defense during emer-

gencies; 2) The immediate safety of individuals, the im-

mediate protection of property, maintenance of law and 

order, alleviation of human suffering and need, and com-

bating armed attack and sabotage; 3) The dissemination 

of information to the public from a local civil defense or-

ganization or other government or relief organization 

and; 4) Communications during RACES drills. 

It is important to recognize that the amateur radio sta-

tions participating in RACES are activated by their local 

emergency management organizations for this specific 

purpose. The operators are a valuable resource that 

provides emergency communication capabilities to their 

community. The key component of the RACES program 

is the direct and recognized affiliation between the ama-

teur radio operators and local emergency management 

since RACES may provide a critical alternative commu-

nications link for local agencies.

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Community Values Committee 

Navajo County Emergency Management is working to strengthen partnerships 

with the local volunteer and community organizations.  One such group is the 

Community Values Committee comprised of local leaders from Snowflake and 

Taylor businesses, town councils, law enforcement, fire, CERT Team, municipal 

court, schools, faith-based, medical, and volunteers.  The committee is currently 

working on their mission statement that captures the mission of resilience and 

emergency awareness and preparedness within the communities.  Whitney 

Roberts with Arizona Department of Emergency and Military affairs is working to 

help connect the various service organizations to help form a framework of 

community partnerships in both Apache and Navajo Counties. 

Northern Arizona Regional Advisory Committee 

March 29, 2016 - The Northern RAC met to review the thirty projects that were sub-

mitted for Homeland Security grant projects.  Homeland Security grant funing allo-

cated for the Northern RAC is $354,223.  Prior to the meeting each RAC member 

reviewed the merits of the thirty projects and scored them based on the strategic 

priorities and critical core capabilities.  Interoperable communications was the most 

critical capability the committee agreed should be considered for funding.  Confir-

mation of the selected projects for funding will take place at the August meeting to 

be held in Eagar. 

Joint Fire & Law Enforcement Preparedness 

March 24, 2016 was quite the busy meeting day for leaders in local fire and law 

enforcement.  Heber-Overgaard Fire Department hosted the Northeastern Ari-

zona Fire Chief’s meeting, then immediately following was the wildfire prepared-

ness meeting then topped off with the face-to-face joint fire and law enforce-

ment White Mountain Fire Restrictions Working Group (WMFRWG) meeting.  

Tony Merriman from the National Weather Service gave a seasonal forecast.  

Forest service discussed the current dry conditions and the early start to the 

wildfire season.  The 2016 law enforcement incident management plan was 

distributed to those in attendance and weekly WMFRWG teleconferences be-

gan March 31 and will continue until sufficient monsoonal moisture provides an
