REQUIRED AMOUNT OF TIME (CHECK THE DIRECTIONS ON THE TEST
VIAL) THIS STRIP WAS HELD IN THE SOLUTION FOR 1 SECOND. NOTE
THE COLOR CHANGE ON THE STRIP.

COMPARE YOUR TEST STRIP AGAINST THE COLOR CODE. FOR
FOOD-CONTACT SURFACES, THE COLOR CHANGE SHOULD BE

PUT THE ‘RECEIPE’ ON THE BUCKET: “FILL WITH COOL WATER TO LINE,
ADD % CAP OF HOUSEHOLD BLEACH.” NOTE ALSO THE NECESSITY TO
LABEL THE BUCKET AS TO CONTENTS: “50-100 PPM OF BLEACH"
CHANGE SOLUTION AS OFTEN AS NECESSARY DURING THE DAY TO
MAINTAIN THE PROPER CONCENTRATION OF SANITIZER.
